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Today, in my quiet time, I read a daily  
devotion from Dr. David Jeremiah, and it so 
impressed me that I wanted to share at least 
part of it with you. 
 

The late Methodist preacher, Charles A. Allen, once an-
swered his doorbell to find a stranger on the 
stoop.  “Something happened to me tonight that caused 
me to want to pray,” said the man.  “But I have never 
prayed in my life and I do not know how.  I don’t want 
you to pray for me - I want you to teach me how to pray 
for myself.” 
 
What would we say to such a man? 
 
Inviting the man in, Allan turned in the Bible to the 
Lord’s Prayer.  He showed him how to kneel before an 
open Bible and to use this wonderful prayer as a  
pattern for telling God what was on his heart. 
 
The Lord’s Prayer comprises just five verses and can 
be recited in less than a minute.  Yet it contains all the 
essential elements of prevailing prayer:  praise,  
priorities, provision, personal relationships, protection, 
and praise again.   It begins with Our Father, ends with 
Amen, and touches every need in life.  It can be  
committed to memory quickly, but it provides a lifetime 
of lessons for approaching the throne of grace. 
 
As you notice the prayer begins with praise and ends 
with praise. First is the praise for who God is, not for 
what He has done. This praise is from a heart that 
knows and fears the LORD. The prayer then ends with 
praise, and this praise is for what God will do. Not  
because you believe He will do what you ask but  
because you know that whatever He does will be for 
the best, even when you don’t understand it or even if 
you don’t particularly like it. It will be the best because 
He is the LORD!

Dear Family, 
            I’ve been “diving in” to Paul’s letter to the  
Philippians for the last several months. I’ve just really 
been intrigued with what the early Church looked like; 
their passion, their sacrifice, their intense love for God 
and for each other. They were totally consumed with the 
Gospel! I’ve also been thinking about the Church here in 
America in 2009. Do we look anything like that early 
group of Believers?? I just sense God stirring in me an 
urgency to revisit the things that define who we are as 
“Followers of Christ” because I fear that we have drifted 
far away somehow. Here are some thoughts I wanted to 
share with you from Philippians 1:1. 
            Paul opens his letter by introducing himself and 
Timothy. I find it very interesting that of all the  
descriptions Paul could have used to describe himself, 
he chose “bondservant” or slave. He could have said 
Paul, a Hebrew of Hebrews, a former Pharisee, Paul the 
church planter, Paul a citizen of Rome, but he chose 
“slave”. You see in his estimation the only value he  
possessed was that he belonged to Jesus, not his  
abilities or pedigree or heritage. 
            As followers of Christ we are also to be slaves to 
Him! We live to serve His will not our own. His purpose is 
to bring Glory to Himself, not keep us safe and comfort-
able. When we live out the "True Gospel", we WILL  
SUFFER!! Compared to knowing HIM, what's suffering? 
Have we really given up OUR rights, OUR desires, OUR 
safety, OUR agenda, OUR possessions, our  
EVERYTHING to follow Jesus? If not, Jesus says..."you 
cannot  be my disciple." Do you understand that when 
we enter into a relationship with God, He desires to  
conform us into the image of Christ? In other words, He 
wants us to look just like Jesus! Jesus was a servant, a 
slave to the Father and His will. So, when you look at  
Jesus' life and then look at your own, do you see any 
similarities at all?!?!  When you read about the life that 
Jesus lived here, does your life look anything like that? 
How about the disciples’ lives? Are you CONSUMED 
with Jesus and the spreading of His Gospel??
